COURSE OFFERINGS

ENGLISH DEPARTMENT

The Walsh Jesuit English Department requires each student to complete eight semesters. All students are required to take English & composition and
American Literature during their freshman and sophomore years respectfully. While literature is an important part of the curriculum, work in
composition is stressed in each year with these standards: a freshman should be able to write an expository essay; a sophomore, a composition in which
different approaches are used, plus deal critically with literature; a junior should be able to do library research in compiling a term paper; a senior should
be able to work with various writing methods and creative topics.

English & Composition # 111 Level: Freshman Credit: one unit ¢ two semesters

Required
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The development of sound study skills is stressed as a major goal. Literary genres are also studied: Short story, poetry, drama, novel, and nonfiction.

Honors English & Composition #116  Level: Freshman Credit: one unit ¢ two semesters

Elective
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The development of sound study skills is stressed as a major goal. Literary genres (short story, novel, poetry, drama, and nonfiction) and literary terms

are studied. This course prepares students with a heavy emphasis on writing for Honors American Literature and Composition.

American Literature # 121 Level: Sophomore Credit: one unit ¢ two semesters

Required

A chronological and thematic survey of the literature from Colonial to present times is presented, providing a student with the range of drama, short
story, novel, poetry, and nonfiction. Of equal importance is a concentration on writing, grammar, and vocabulary.

Honors American Literature # 122  Level: Sophomore Credit: one unit ¢ two semesters

Elective

Students are invited to join this class based on the following criteria: superior writing, active participation in class discussion, solid critical thinking skills,
AGNRPY3I AYyGSNBaiG Ay fAGSNI GdzNB:E STFSOGAGS 62N)] S KA ODfthe fileshdak English OK A S
teacher.

novels and writing. Placement in future accelerated or AP English by recommendation of English department.

British Literature #131 Level: Junior Credit: one unit: two semesters

Required

A chronological survey of the literature from Anglo-Saxon to present times is presented, covering the range of drama, short story, novel, poetry, and
nonfiction. Of equal importance is a concentration on writing and vocabulary plus library research and the term paper.

Honors British Literature #132 Level: Junior Credit: one unit ¢ two semesters

Elective

This course serves as a thorough survey of the historical and literary movements in British Literature and prepares students with a heavy emphasis on
writing for the Advanced Placement English course in senior year. Selection for this course will be made during the sophomore year. Placement in future
accelerated or AP English by recommendation of English department.

Voices of American Culture 1, 1945 ¢ 1965 #141 Level: Senior Credit: one-half unit - one semester
Elective ¢ First Semester

The course examines modern American culture from 1945 to 1965. The course focuses on those events, movements, and experiences that have shaped
American attitudes and culture during the time period studied. Topics include the Cold War and McCarthyism, the emergence of N2 O1 QY Q NER f
rights movement, the impact of religion on society, and the roots of the counter-culture and generational conflict. Students will use historical notes,

literary articles and books, relevant films of the period, and music selections to explore the topics of the course. There is an emphasis on discussion and

writing skills.



Voices of American Culture 2, 1965 ¢ 1990 #142 Level: Senior Credit: one-half unit ¢ one semester

Elective ¢ Second Semester

The course examines modern American culture from 1965 to 1990. Voices of American Culture 1 is not a prerequisite. Topics for this course
include the Vietham War, the role of protest music in America and the rise of new musical genres, the impact of Watergate and the resignation of
Richard M. Nixon, the emergence of serious environmental concerns, the continued importance of social movements (feminism, civil rights, etc.) on
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books, relevant films of the period, and music selections to explore the topics of the course. There is an emphasis on discussion and writing skills.

Senior English Colloquium #144  Level: Senior Credit: one-half unit ¢ semester

Elective

Colloquium is a creative writing course that focuses on daily writing exercises and assignments to improve different aspects of the writing process. The
class emphasizes the writing of poetry as a means to improve other areas of writing. Students will share their finished works to the class on a weekly
basis. The class will also read a couple of novels and discuss and write about them from a creative perspective. Colloquium requires a student ready to
write, rewrite, edit, brainstorm and create on a day to day basis.

Literature of the Lost Generation #153 Level: Senior Credit: one-half unit ¢ one semester

Elective - Second Semester

This semester course explores the significant works of early-twentieth century American writers who remained in Paris after the First World War.
Emphasis will be on the influence of these major writers on future generations. The course consists of close readings of literature and college level
compositions, emphasizing revision.

Senior English: College Writing and World Literature | and 1l #154 and #156 Level: Senior Credit: one-half unit ¢ one semester required

This is the core class for Senior English; therefore, every senior, except those in the Advanced Placement course, must take one semester of this
course. Itis possible for a senior to take both semesters, for the two classes have been designed with different writing assignments and different
readings.

The class will be centered on preparing students to write and analyze literature, both fiction and non-fiction, at the collegiate level. Students will
utilize different modes of rhetoric, which will include analysis, exposition, argumentation, and researched papers. Students will write several in-
class essays to prepare for collegiate examinations. The main textbook for the class is Patterns for College Writingnd it will be the primary source
for the study of modern essays and writing techniques. Students will also be exposed, through supplemental pieces, to literature from around the
world from a variety of time periods. Though American and British authors may be selected, the primary focus will be authors from other countries
to expose students to different cultures and ideas from other peoples.

Classic and Modern Novel Reading #157 Level: Senior  Credit: One-half unit ¢ one semester

Elective - First Semester

Students will be introduced to four novels per quarter. The choices of novels will encompass varied time periods. Written essays of analysis,
characterization, thematic statement, setting and societal values inherent to the novels are some of the topical assignments required for the course. The
a0dzRSYy Q& LI NI T2 f X eading brogess, thy eSsysizRien dvery dthedatebk ) wiork \gith literary criticism of authors, and one
creative project per quarter.

AP Senior English #161 Level: Senior  Credit: one unit ¢ two semesters

Elective

Successful completion of the courses is defined by clear, critical thinking, and precise, stylistically mature writing. The student will also understand and
analyze the structure, theme, and technique of the major genres. Prerequisite: department recommendation. Students enrolled in an AP course are
required to take the AP exam in May and will be billed approximately $87.00.

Journalism # 145  Level: Sophomore-Senior Credit: one-half unit ¢ one semester

Elective

This course is an introduction to a variety of disciplines within the field of journalism. The primary emphasis of the course will be to develop and
sharpen news writing skills with a secondary focus on newspaper layout and design. Students will also learn the basics of photography, broadcast
journalism, advertising and public relations. Class participants will contribute to the periodic school publication, The PioneerThis course is ho
longer counted as a senior English elective; however, it is recognized by the NCAA Clearinghouse as a general English elective.



FOREIGN LANGUAGE DEPARTMENT

Walsh Jesuit High School offers four foreign languages: French, Spanish, German, and Latin. Students must take two years of one specific foreign
language for graduation. For those students who wish to obtain an unconditionalacceptance from the college of their choice, it is recommended they
take three years of a language. Both Diplomas with Honors and Merit require 3 credits of one language or 2 credits in each of 2 languages.

French1#212  Level: Freshman-Junior Credit: one unit ¢ two semesters

Elective

French | offers introduction to the fundamentals of the language with an emphasis on developing reading, writing, speaking, and comprehension skills
along with grammatical structures and a basic working vocabulary. Both audio-lingual and structural methods are used and reinforced by basic texts,
pattern drills, composition exercises and audio-visual materials.

French2#222 Level: Sophomore - Junior Credit: one unit ¢ two semesters

Elective

Following a review of French I, there will be a continuation of the development of good language skills with additional emphasis on vocabulary building
and new grammatical structures. Again, audio-lingual methods are used and reinforced by basic texts, pattern drills, composition exercises, audio-visual
materials, and interactive computer software. Prerequisite: Frenchl.

French 3 #233 Level: Junior ¢ Senior Credit: one unit ¢ two semesters

Elective

In this year of French, there will be continued development of reading, writing, and speaking skills. Grammar competency is developed with exercises,
compositions, and interactive computer software. Prerequisite: French 2.

French4 #241 Level: JuniorCSenior  Credit: one unit C two semesters

Elective
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vocabulary. Reading and composition skills are developed using short reading selections and tapes (audio and video). Prerequisite: French 3.

Chinese 1 #206 Level: Freshman ¢ Junior Credit: one unit ¢ two semesters

Elective

Chinese 1 provides an introduction to the fundamentals of the Mandarin Chinese language. Listening, speaking, reading and writing skills, as well as
cultural awareness and social customs, are included in this first year of study. Audio-visual and structural methods are incorporated in the teaching
of this class.

Chinese 2 #207 Level: Sophomore - Junior  Credit: one unit ¢ two semesters

Elective

Chinese 2 is a continuation of Chinese 1 with further development of communication language skills. An audio-lingual approach is applied and
reinforced by basic texts, pattern drills and computer software. Additional culture and social customs will be introduced. Prerequisite: Chinese 1

Chinese 3 #208 Level: Junior ¢ Senior  Credit: one unit ¢ two semesters
Elective
Prerequisite Chinese 2

German 3#296 Level: Junior-Senior Credit: one unit ¢ two semesters

Elective

German llI refines and expands the language skills learned in German | and II. This advanced course emphasizes more the active skill of writing. The
German Il course will emphasize German literature, history, music, art and architecture, and social customs. Prerequisite: German 2.

German 4 #298 Level: Junior Senior Credit: one unit ¢ two semesters

Elective

This course refines and expands the language skills learned in German I, II, and Ill. This advanced course emphasizes more the active skill of writing.
German IV students will read, analyze, and discuss short stories. Prerequisite: German 3.



Latin 1 #201 Level: Freshman Credit: one unit ¢ two semesters

Elective
First year Latin presents the basics of the language to the students. The emphasis is placed on vocabulary, syntax, and grammar although the course
involves background work in Roman civilization and culture. Onoccasiona f A RSa | NB LINBaSyiSR (2 F2adGSNJ

and customs, The students learn to recognize forms of the various parts of speech, hear Latin spoken, and begin to converse in the language.

Latin 2 #202 Level: Sophomore Credit: one unit ¢ two semesters

Elective

In Latin Il, the students review vocabulary and grammar from Latin I. They then learn new vocabulary and grammar in preparation for the reading in
Latin of the historical works of Julius Caesar. At the same time, a study of Roman culture is done, e.g., Roman history, mythology, legal customs, Roman
entertainment, military methods, and social life. Prerequisite: Latin 1.

Latin 3#203 Level: Junior - Senior Credit: one unit ¢ two semesters

Elective

In the first part of Latin Ill, first and second year grammar and vocabulary are reviewed. New third year vocabulary and grammar are then added. For the
remainder of the course, the literary works of Cicero and Pliny are studied and translated with special attention given to the prose style, the literary, and
the historical backgrounds, and the specific literary forms of oratory and epistolary writing. Prerequisite: Latin 2.

Latin 4 #204 Level: Junior ¢ Senior Credit: one unit ¢ two semesters

Elective

In Latin IV a brief review of grammar and vocabulary is followed by the reading of the llliad and Odyssey of Homer as background for the selected
readings in Latin of the Aeneid of Vergil, with emphasis given to his poetic style and literary and historical background of the Augustan period of Rome.
Prerequisite: Latin 3.

Spanish 1 #251 Level: Freshman ¢ Sophomore  Credit: one unit ¢ two semesters

Elective

This course is an introduction to the fundamentals of the language with an emphasis on developing reading, writing, speaking, and comprehension skills
along with a basic vocabulary. Audio-lingual and structural methods are both used and reinforced by basic texts, pattern drills, composition exercises,
and audio-visual materials.

Spanish 2 #261 Level: Freshman ¢ Junior Credit: one unit ¢ two semesters

Elective

After a review of Spanish I, the course will continue to develop good language skills with additional emphasis on vocabulary building. Some new
structural materials will be introduced. Structural and audio-lingual methods are used and reinforced by basic texts, pattern drills, composition exercises,
and audio-visual materials. Prerequisite: Spanish 1.

Spanish 3 #271 Level: Junior ¢ Senior  Credit: one unit ¢ two semesters

Elective

Major emphasis will be on cultural and historical aspects of the Spanish-speaking world. Overall grammar review and the development of
communication skills will be accomplished with theme writing and conversation. Prerequisite: Spanish 2 and grade of B- with instructor approval, grade
of B or better requires no approval.

Spanish 4 #281 Level: Junior ¢ Senior Credit: one unit ¢ two semesters

Elective

This course will emphasize advanced grammar, theme writing, and conversation. The student will be acquainted with Spanish and Spanish-American
literature. Prerequisite: Spanish 3, and grade of B- with instructor approval, grade of B or better.

MATHEMATICS DEPARTMENT

This department is structured so that individual needs of all students may be met in fulfilling their mathematical requirements. All
students must take Algebra I, Algebra 2 or Algebra 2/Trig. F Y R DS2YSGNB® ! FGSNI O2YLX SiAy3
performance dictate course work for the senior year. Calculators are used on a limited basis in Algebra | and Algebra Il. Please note:
Graphing calculators are required for some math classes. The calculator of choice for all mathematics classes is the TI-83 Plus.

Algebra 1 #313 Level: Freshman Credit: one unit ¢ two semesters

Required

The course includes sets of numbers, the language of algebra, operations on real numbers, solving linear equations and inequalities,
working with polynomials, special products, factoring, operations with fractions, functions, relations, and graphing.

Algebra 2 #323 Level: Sophomore Credit: one unit ¢ two semesters

Required

The course includes solving linear and quadratic equations and inequalities, systems of equations in two and three variables,
functions (linear, quadratic, inverse, and exponential), polynomials and rational algebraic expressions, radicals, complex numbers,
permutations, combinations, and exponents. Prerequisite: Algebra 1.

Honors Freshman Algebra 2 #311  Level: Freshman Credit: one unit ¢ two semesters
Elective
The algebra 2 curriculum is taught at the freshman level. Placement for this course is based on entrance and placement test scores.

Honors Algebra 2/Trigonometry #321 Level: Sophomore Credit: one unit ¢ two semesters

Elective

Involves the algebra or numbers, algebraic expressions, graphing, analytical geometry, systems of equations in (2) and (3) variables,
complex numbers, relations, functions (linear, quadratic, inverse, exponential and logarithmic permutations, combinations, and
trigonometry. Prerequisites: Minimum of A- in algebra, 3.0 minimum GPA for first year, departmental invitation and approvals.

Geometry/Trigonometry #334  Level: Junior Credit: one unit ¢ two semesters

Required

Covers elements of geometry: induction, deduction, proof, angle relationships, perpendicular and parallel lines and planes,
congruent and similar polygons, areas of polygons and circles, and areas and volumes of solids. This course includes trig functions,
graphs of trig functions, trig identities, triangles, and inverse trig functions, and unit circles.

Honors Sophomore Geometry/Trigonometry # 336 Level: Sophomore  Credit: one unit ¢ two semesters
Elective
The geometry/trigopnometry curriculum is taught at the sophomore level. Prerequisite: Freshman Algebra Il.

Honors Geometry #337  Level: Junior Credit: one unit ¢ two semesters (three periods per week)
Elective

The topics listed in the Geometry Course description will be covered. Prerequisite: Algebra IlI/Trigonometry.
Co-requisite: Mathematical Analysis, Physics #441.

Honors Mathematical Analysis #335 Level: Junior Credit: one unit ¢ two semesters

Elective

This course covers numbers, relations, functions, limits, sequences and series, limits, limits of a function at a point, the derived
function, inflection points, concavity, curve fitting, maxima and minima applications, and conic sections. Prerequisites: completion of
Algebra 2/Trigonometry with a grade of A- or better, and departmental approval. A TI-83 Plus graphing calculator is required.



Probability and Statistics #343  Level: Junior ¢ Senior Credit: one-half unit ¢ one semester

Elective

Students will start with a general introduction to the field of statistics with the ultimate aim of enabling students to become wiser
users and more critical consumers of statistical material. Prerequisites: Algebra I, Algebra Il, Geometry, and departmental approval. A
TI-83 Plus graphing calculator is required.

College Algebra #344  Level: Senior Credit: one unit ¢ two semesters

Elective

Students will become familiar with essential vocabulary and solve advanced algebraic equations. Topics included are graph functions
and interpretation, rules of logarithms, rules of exponents, fundamental algebraic equations and story problems.

Pre-Calculus #349 Level: Senior Credit: one unit ¢ two semesters

Elective

Topics studied are functions and graphs, solving equations and inequalities, polynomial functions, the concept of limits, rational
functions, exponential and logarithmic functions, trigonometry, and analytical trigonometry. Prerequisites: Algebra Il or Algebra
[I/trigonometry with minimum grade of B and departmental approval. A TI-83 Plus graphing calculator is required.

Calculus #353 Level: Senior  Credit: one unit ¢ two semesters

Elective

This class is designed to give the good math student who is not ready for an AP Calculus class the fundamentals of Calculus necessary
for success in a Calculus | course. The goal of the class is to prepare students for Calculus | in college. Topics studied are linear,
quadratic and higher order, and trig functions. It will also include an informal discussion of limits, derivatives, applications of
derivatives, integrals, and applications of integrals. Prerequisites: Algebra I1/Trig (minimum grade of B) or Algebra Il (minimum grade
of A) plus a Trigonometry class approved by the Math department chairperson. A TI-83 Plus graphing calculator is required.

AP Calculus AB #361 Level: Senior Credit: one unite ¢ two semesters

Elective

Mathematical Analysis AP begins, during the second semester, covering topics in pre-calculus, limits and continuity, the derivative and
differentiation. During the senior year it continues with extreme function values, techniques of graphing, the definite integral and its
applications, integration and various techniques of integrating, the transcendental functions, indeterminate forms, and improper
integrals. Prerequisite: Mathematical Analysis and departmental approval. A TI-83 Plus graphic calculator is required. Students enrolled
in an AP course are required to take the AP exam in May and will be billed approximately $87.00.S

AP Calculus BC# 360 Level: Senior Credit: one unit ¢ two semesters

Elective

The course provides students with the opportunity to work with functions represented in a variety of ways ¢ graphically, numerically,
analytically, and verbally ¢ and emphasizes the connections among these representations. The course teaches all topics associated
with functions, Graphs, and Limits: Derivatives; Integrals; and Polynomial Approximations and Series as delineated in the Calculus BC
Topic Outline. Prerequisite: AP Calculus AB. Students enrolled in an AP course are required to take the AP exam in May and will
be billed approximately $87.00.

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SCIENCE DEPARTMENT

As listed in the Walsh Jesuit Graduation Requirements, all students must take three years of science. Freshmen take biology,
sophomores take chemistry, and juniors are scheduled into physics. As seniors, students have the opportunity for a fourth year of
science.

Biology # 411 + Lab Level: Freshman  Credit: one unit ¢ two semesters

Required

Biology is the study of life. Emphasis is placed on the unifying characteristics of all living things. Major topics include basic principles of
biochemistry, the cell, its structure and function, production of energy in the cell, hereditary, genetics, and evolution.

Chemistry #421 + Lab Level: Sophomore Credit: one unit ¢ two semesters

Required

A study of the modern concepts of chemistry takes place. The course stresses the explanation of chemical phenomena by the use of
theory. Co-emphasis is placed on the development of laboratory and problem solving. A strong mathematics background is necessary.

Honors Chemistry #422 + Lab  Level: Sophomore Credit: one unit ¢ two semesters

Elective

The course will cover the chemistry curriculum with greater depth and at an accelerated pace. Selection for this course is based on
departmental requirements during freshman year.

Conceptual Physics #431 + Lab Level: Junior-Senior  Credit: one unit ¢ two semesters

Elective

This course provides an introduction to the fundamental behavior of the physical world. The course emphasizes rectilinear
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magnetism, the kinetic theory of matter, modern physics, and astronomy. This course uses laboratory experiences and problem-

solving skills. Although mathematics concepts will be utilized, computation is not emphasized. Prerequisite:  Algebra |,
departmental approval.

Physics #441 + Lab  Level: Junior-Senior Credit: one unit ¢ two semesters

Elective

This course is meant to be an investigation into the structure of the physical world and its discovery and understanding of math.
Topics studied include Newtonian mechanics, kinematics, static and direct-current electricity, magnetic effects, waves, sound, and
light. Additional topics may include astronomy, relativity, and quantum physics. This course centers on understanding through
analytic thought and involves extensive problem solving and laboratory work. The course is designed for the student who will
major in a science or mathematics-related area in college, e.g. engineering, chemistry, and medicine. Prerequisite: Departmental
grade requirements in algebra ll/trig. or algebra Il, chemistry, and overall GPA.

AP Biology #451 + Lab  Level: Senior Credit: one unit ¢ two semesters

Elective

Advanced Placement Biology is the equivalent of an introductory college biology course. The course is designed to prepare the
student to take the AP Biology Exam offered at the end of the school year. Students will be expected to spend, on average, one hour
per night on homework. The course will be divided into three major areas of study: the molecular and cellular, the organismal, and
the ecological, evolutionary, and ethological. The purchase of a study guide is required. Prerequisites: Departmental grade
requirements in biology, chemistry, physics, and overall GPA. Students enrolled in an AP course are required to take the AP exam
in May and will be billed approximately $87.00.



AP Chemistry #452 + Lab Level: Junior-Senior  Credit: one unit ¢ two semesters

Elective

Students will be exposed to the modern concepts of chemistry. The course is designed to prepare the student to take the AP Chemistry
Exam at the end of the school year. Students will be expected to spend one hour per night on homework. The purchase of a $20 study
guide is required. Maximum capacity is 16 students. A minimum GPA of 3.6 and an A- in chemistry is expected as well as instructor
approval. Students enrolled in an AP course are required to take the AP exam in May and will be billed approximately $87.00.

AP Environmental Science #455 + Lab Level: Senior Credit: one unit ¢ two semesters

Elective

An in-depth introduction to environmental science designed to be equivalent to a one-semester college course. This course will
provide students with the scientific principles, concepts, and methodologies required to understand the interrelationships of the
natural world, to identify and analyze environmental problems both natural and human made, to evaluate the relative risks
associated with these problems, and to examine alternative solutions for resolving and/or preventing them. Prerequisite:
Departmental grade requirements in biology, chemistry, physics or conceptual physics, and overall GPA. Students enrolled in an AP
course are required to take the AP exam in May. And will be billed approximately $87.00.

AP Physics B #453 + Lab  Level: Junior-Senior Credit: one unit ¢ two semesters

Elective

This course is representative of an introductory level college physics course. It covers topics in Newtonian mechanics, fluid
mechanics and thermal physics, electricity and magnetism, optics and waves, and atomic and nuclear physics. The students will
attain a conceptual understanding of these physics topics and develop problem-solving techniques utilizing algebra and
trigonometry. Lab experiments will be used to reinforce concept development and problem solving skills. Prerequisite:
Departmental grade requirements in biology, chemistry, physics or conceptual physics. Students enrolled in an AP course are
required to take the AP exam in May and will be billed approximately $87.00.

AP Physics C (Mechanics) #454 + Lab  Level: Senior Credit: one unit ¢ two semesters

This course is an extensive, calculus-based study of classical mechanics. It is intended to cover the equivalent of one semester of

physics on the university level. It includes considerable laboratory time and development of problem-solving skills. Topics covered in
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rotational motion, oscillation, and gravitation. Time permitting, the course will continue to electricity and magnetism. Prerequisite:
Departmental grade requirements in physics, math, and overall GPA (The student must be concurrently enrolled in AP calculus or
calculus). Students enrolled in an AP course are required to take the AP exam in May and will be billed approximately $87.00.

Anatomy and Physiology #460 Level: Senior Credit: one-half unit ¢ one semester

Elective

This course is designed to familiarize the student with the structure and function of organ systems in the normal and diseased states
of the human. The emphasis will be homeostasis and its role in the maintenance of health. Though not designed as a lab course,
dissection will be a key instructional reinforcement. Prerequisites: Biology, Chemistry, and any Physics.

Genetics #461 Level: Senior Credit: one-half unit ¢ one semester

Elective

This course is intended to provide an introduction to mendelian and non-mendelian inheritance, human inheritance and pedigree
analysis, chromosomal aberrations, population studies, and current events in genetics. Prerequisites: Biology, Chemistry, and any
Physics

Meteorology #465 Level: Senior  Credit: one-half unit ¢ one semester

Elective

This course is designed as an introduction to our dynamic atmosphere: how the weather changes daily, how climates vary from place
to place, and how climates have changed over time. Meteorological terminology, atmospheric composition, solar energy, air
temperature, humidity, cloud formation, precipitation, fronts, winds, natural disasters, global warming, and other relevant topics are
covered. Map reading, using newspaper weather forecasts and up-to-the-minute computerized reports, is also incorporated into the
course. Internet projects and videos help students reflect on some of the devastation brought on by hurricanes, tornados, droughts,
and floods. Curiosity is strongly encouraged for this course.



SOCIAL STUDIES DEPARTMENT

Walsh Jesuit requires three credits in social studies in order to graduate. Two credits must be in Western Society(Global Studies) and
United States History. Electives make up the other credit with one-half credit in American Government required.

Global Stulies lor World Cultures br Foundations of Civilizatio#522 Level: Freshman Credit: one-half unit ¢ one semester
Semester One (Text: World History: People and Natiofs

Required

The first semester of this three-semester course will concentrate on the development of early civilizations. Particular concentration
will be focused on the cultures of Egypt, Greece, Rome, China, India and Africa. From these cultural ancestries a system of values and
ideas emerged that served to shape subsequent historical periods. The time period served will be from 3,000 B.C.E. to the early
Middle Ages (1000 A.D.)

Students will engage not only the events and personages that comprise the historical landscape, but, will also evaluate and analyze
the interaction of these forces incorporating an interdisciplinary mindset in the problem solving process. Geography, in particular,
will be a constant refrain in both explaining and comprehending the unfolding drama of world cultures.

Global Studies lor World Cultures Ibr Enlightenment & Revolutio®523 Level: Sophomore Credit: one-half unit ¢ one semester
Semester Two (Text: World History: People and Natiofs

Required

The second semester of this three-semester course will concentrate on the cultural development of western and eastern
civilizations. This focus will include Europe, Africa, the Middle East and Far Eastern cultures. From these cultural ancestries a system
of values and ideas (based on tradition, religion and technological development) emerged that served to shape subsequent historical
periods. The time period served will be from Middle Ages (1000 A.D.) through the Scientific Revolution in the West (18" century).
Preparation for the Ohio Graduation Test will also be necessary during the course of this semester.

Students will engage not only the events and personages that comprise the historical landscape, but, will also evaluate and analyze
the interaction of these forces incorporating an interdisciplinary mindset in the problem solving process. Geography, in particular,
will be a constant refrain in both explaining and comprehending the unfolding drama of world cultures.

Global Studies lior World Qultures lllor Global Interdependencé524  Level: Sophomore Credit: one-half unit ¢ one semester
Semester Three (Text: World History: People and Natiojs

Required

The third semester of this three-semester course will concentrate on the cultural development of western and eastern civilizations.
This focus will include Europe, Africa, the Middle East and Far Eastern cultures. From these cultural ancestries a system of values and
ideas (based on tradition, religion and technological development) emerged that served to shape subsequent historical periods. The
time period served will be the 19" century (the Industrial Revolution in the West) to the present interdependence of all world
cultures.

Students will engage not only the events and personages that comprise the historical landscape, but, will also evaluate and analyze
the interaction of these forces incorporating an interdisciplinary mindset in the problem solving process. Geography, in particular,
will be a constant refrain in both explaining and comprehending the unfolding drama of world cultures.

United States History #531 Level: Junior Credit: one unit ¢ two semesters

Required

This course allows a study of our country according to four major themes: the development of the American economic system, the
growth of the American political system, the changing American social structure, and reflection on these developments in the
American intellectual tradition.



AP United States History #533  Level: Junior Credit: one unit ¢ two semesters

Elective

This course in AP American History is distinguished from others by its emphasis on developing critical thinking and the use of original
source material. Students write essays about various historical issues and controversies. The course follows the history of the United
States from its colonial beginnings to the present. Juniors may elect this AP course in American History to meet the requirement in
U.S. History. This course is designed to prepare students to take the AP U.S. History Exam. Prerequisite: Departmental grade
requirements and instructor approval. Students enrolled in an AP course are required to take the AP exam in May and will be
billed approximately $87.00.

AP United States Government and Politics #549 Level: Senior Credit: one unit ¢ two semesters

Elective

The Advanced Placement course in United States Government and Politics is designed to give students a critical perspective on
politics and government. This course involves both the study of general concepts used to interpret United States politics and the
analysis of specific case studies. It also requires familiarity with the various institutions, groups, beliefs, and ideas that make up the
American political reality. The course fulfills the one-half unit of required credit for seniors in American Government. Course is
limited to 25 students. Prerequisite: Departmental grade requirements. Students enrolled in an AP course are required to take the
AP exam in May and will be billed approximately $87.00.

American Government #550 Level: Senior  Credit: one-half unit ¢ one semester

Required

American Government explores the nature of our political system and its continued impact on the lives of American citizens. Course
concentration will focus on the civil liberties guaranteed to all citizens, the branches of our government, and the federal system
adopted by the Founding Fathers. Ultimately, this course is designed to encourage discussion about and participation in the
democratic process put forth by the U.S. Constitution.

Humanities: Art History #551 Level: Junior-Senior  Credit: one-half unit ¢ one semester

Elective

Art History is a survey of major art styles from ancient to modern times. Emphasis will be placed on architecture, sculpture, and
painting in Europe and America. The course will also introduce the arts of Asia, especially China and Japan. This course satisfies
either social studies or art elective requirements.

Introduction to Economics #555 Level: Junior-Senior  Credit: one-half unit ¢ one semester

Elective

Principles of Economics will cover the broad, national economic system, both theoretical and practical, of the United States. Course
topics include: an overview of the American economic system, the GDP and other national economic measurements, demand-side
and supply-side policies, monetary and fiscal policies of the federal government, inflation and unemployment trends, production and
prices of goods and services, federal budgetary and taxation policies, the banking and Federal Reserve System, and labor unions.

AP Macroeconomics #566  Level: Junior-Senior Credit: one unit ¢ two semesters

Elective

This course begins with an introduction to economics first semester; second semester covers AP Macroeconomics topics. The
student will review basic supply and demand concepts from the first semester. The course will then thoroughly explore aggregate
supply and aggregate demand, the Federal Reserve System and monetary policy, the interactions of fiscal and monetary policy, and
international trade and economics. The intent of this course is to prepare the student to perform well on the AP Macroeconomics
exam. Prerequisite: Principles of Economics. Students enrolled in an AP course are required to take the AP exam in May and will
be billed approximately $87.00.

AP European History | #556 Level: Junior-Senior  Credit: one-half unit ¢ one semester

Elective

Modern European History | is a college level course that will examine Western Europe from the beginning of the Renaissance to the
fall of Napoleon. Additional information and a syllabus may be obtained from the instructor. Prerequisite: instructor approval.
Students enrolled in an AP course are required to take the AP exam in May and will be billed approximately $87.00.



AP European History Il #557 Level: Junior-Senior  Credit: one-half unit ¢ one semester

Elective

Modern European History Il is a college level course that will examine Western Europe from the Fall of Napoleon to the present.
Additional information and a syllabus may be obtained from the instructor. Prerequisite: instructor approval. Students enrolled in
an AP course are required to take the AP exam in May and will be billed approximately $87.00.

Introduction to Psychology #561 Level: Junior-Senior Credit: one-half unit ¢ one semester

Elective

This course is an introductory survey of the basic topics and methods associated with the field of psychology. The course includes an
examination of the following topics: intelligence, stages of development from childhood through adulthood, learning, memory,
emotion, consciousness, and personality. A discussion of psychological disorders will also be included.

History of Science #571 Level: Junior ¢ Senior  Credit: one-half unit ¢ one semester

Elective

This course explores and surveys the development of science and scientific thinking from ancient times to the present. It also studies
the impact of science on culture, religion and politics. Students will be asked to go beyond a simple understanding of scientific
advances and to analyze, in depth, scientific discovery, theory, and societal reaction at various points in history.

Geo-Politics: American Contemporary World Affairs 1975-present #575 Level: Junior-Senior Credit: One-half unit ¢ one semester

Elective

Geopolitics is an interdisciplinary course that will survey, analyze, and discuss a range of domestic and international issues that will
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introductory review of U.S. foreign policy since WW I, students will focus upon the changing status of Russia, the emerging
economic/military powers of China & Asia, and the implications for American policy makers. The issue of national security in this age

of terrorism and weapons of mass destruction is also a priority component for study. A final oral presentation on a selected policy

issue from the domestic arena will conclude the course (i.e. growing economic disparity, border security, immigration, health care,
education, civil liberties, and crime).



THEOLOGY DEPARTMENT

Each student is required to study eight semesters of courses in theology These courses include studies in Hebrew Scripture, Christian
Testaments, church history, sacraments, liturgy, morality, doctrine, and faith.

* It is a requirement that each freshman student volunteer at least once at the Good Samaritan Hunger Center in Akron, Ohio and
then write a reflection of the experience.

Hebrew Scriptures #611 Level: Freshman Credit: one-half unit ¢ one semester

Required

This course will introduce students to the Hebrew Scriptures (Old Testament), providing a survey of their content, composition, and
themes. A major objective of the course is for students to realize the connections between contemporary life and struggles and

those individuals written about in the Hebrew Scriptures. Students will also see the connections between the Old and New

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Jesus and the Gospels #612 Level: Freshman Credit: one-half unit ¢ one semester

Prayer and Sacraments #622 Level: Sophomore Credit: one-half unit ¢ one semester

Required

The Catholic Tradition affirms the goodness of creation and that the work we live in is a world of grace. The Ignatian tradition
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has influenced Catholic prayer and worship. Students will look at various aspects and approaches to prayer in the Christian tradition

and gain a deeper appreciation and understanding of the seven Sacraments of the Catholic Church. While studying prayer, students

will experience methods of Ignatian prayer which will help them inquire about their deepest, most authentic desiring.

Christian Morality #623 Level: Sophomore  Credit: one-half unit ¢ one semester

Required

This course is designed to encourage studS y (i @ Q Y Bpiint. StRI&@ & challenged to consider their life and their world in
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believed. Students will examine and discuss how a Christian should treat those he/she encounters on a daily basis. Students will
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will recall that being a Christian means following Jesus, the ultimate person for others. The course also incorporates the insight of

the Catholic Church on various ethical issues, including sex, abortion, euthanasia, capital punishment and other justice issues.

Church History #631 level: Junior  Credit: one-half unit ¢ one semester

Required

This course is a survey of church history from the primitive Apostolic Church to the Reformation. The student will be aided in his/her
understanding of the church as a sacred as well as a secular institution which is continually evolving.



American Religious Experience #632 Level: Junior  Credit: one-half unit- one semester

Required

This course surveys religion in North America. The student is first introduced to the Vatican Il document The Church ithe Modern
World. Students will then explore the Native American religions. Students will also review the Biblical formation of Judaism and
study the major contemporary denominations, and review the Biblical formation of Christianity, its separation from Judaism and the
five contemporary denominations. In addition, students will be introduced to the sixth century origins of Islam in the life of the
Prophet, as well as the contemporary denominations, especially, Sunni and Shia.

Christian Social Justice #641 Level: Senior Credit: one-half unit - one semester

Required

This course analyzes three important questions: What does it mean to be a Christian today? What does it mean to be a human
being living (social) in society? What does it mean to profess a faith that does justice? Major themes include Catholic Social
Teaching, models of justice, and case studies of current social issues. The course includes a praxis / reflection component based
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Contemporary Catholic Thinking # 644 Level: Senior Credit: one-half unit ¢ one semester

Elective

This course is intended to introduce students to modern trends in Catholic theology. This will be done by reading works by
contemporary theologians. In this course, one will especially focus on the dynamic nature of theology viewing theology as a
conversation between Church tradition, Scriptures and our own experience. Students will be expected to respond to the works
which we consider.

Religion and Film: Hollywood and the Catholic Church #650 Level: Senior  Credit: one-half unit ¢ one semester

Elective

The course will concentrate on the question of religion and its portrayal in film. This course is as much about the use of film to study
religion as it is about the use of religion to study film. This class is designed to equip students with the skills to look critically at film.

Catholic Bio/Medical Ethics #670 Level: Senior Credit: one-half unit- one semester

Elective

In this course students will explore some of the main problem areas in contemporary medical ethics, as well as review some of the
forms of argument commonly used by medical ethicists. Students will review the major Church documents that address the complex
moral dilemmas raised by the rapid advance in modern medical technology. Areas of study include: informed consent; decisions to
withhold or withdraw treatment; euthanasia; physician assisted suicide; organ donation; access to health care; research with human
subjects; control of human reproduction; cloning; human abortion; pandemic outbreaks and/or bioterrorism; stem cell research; and
confidentiality.

Ignatian Humanism #672 Level: Senior Credit: one-half unit ¢ one semester

Elective

taught manually using a multicolumn journal approach and then integrated with Microsoft Excel software.



FINE ARTS DEPARTMENT

Walsh Jesuit requires each student to earn one credit in fine arts. Students may complete the requirement by taking Concert Band,
Stage Band, Music Theory, Art History, Choir, Concert Choir, Freshman Choir, Design, Three-Dimensional Art, Drawing, Painting,
Acting, Theater Production, Microsoft® Computer Literacy 1 or 2, and Computer Graphic Design.

Beginning Band #880 Level: Freshman-Sophomore  Credit: one unit ¢ two semesters

Elective

This course will offer the student the opportunity to learn an instrument of the Symphonic (Concert) Band and enable him/her to
discover additional talents and abilities which have previously been unexplored. This course will also provide an opportunity in
which the talents of the student will be combined with those of others to achieve a finished product. Upon the successful
completion of the course, the student may register to be considered for further courses in instrumental music.

Theater Production #821 Level: Sophomore ¢ Senior  Credit: one-half unit ¢ one semester

Elective

This class will explore the many behind the scenes opportunities that lie in a theater production. Topics such as sound reproduction,
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theater production will also be included and students will be required to attend evening and/or weekend rehearsals. (In order for

this class to be offered, a minimum of 10 students must register for the class.

History of American Popular Music #823 Level: Sophomore ¢ Senior Credit: one-half unit ¢ one semester

Elective ¢ First Semester

This course provides an overview of music that has its roots in America. Styles covered will be from Native and Early American to
Musical Theater, Jazz, Blues and Rock. At the end of the semester, the student will have a working knowledge of all styles, important
composers, musicians, and songs that shaped each era.

Classical Music Appreciation #825  Level: Sophomore ¢ Senior Credit: one-half unit ¢ one semester

Elective

This course introduces the student to a variety of historical periods of musical composition, orchestral and choral music, the major
composers and works in the development of western classical music. The course is designed for all students with the goal of
developing the art of perceptive and informed listening.

Computer Graphic Design #833 Level: Junior ¢ Senior  Credit: one-half unit C one semester

Elective

Computer Graphic Design is a beginning level course which introduces the use of image manipulation as a means of creating,
organizing and communicating ideas and information, through word and imagery. Students will learn to use Photoshop CS2 or Paint
Shop Pro X to design graphics for print. The course will begin with fundamental concepts and features which will help students
become the master of the program and produce interesting projects such as creating portraits, posters, newsletters, brochures and
greeting cards with the aid of Microsoft Publisher.

Flash #835 Level: Junior-Senior  Credit: one-half unit - one semester

Elective

Web design and animation with Flash is an introductory level course which introduces students to interactive experiences and
animation on the web. The course begins with a discussion of fundamental concepts which set the stage for more specific Flash skill
development. (Flash is a web based application and animation software.)



Concert Band #883 and #885 Level: Freshman ¢ Senior Credit: one unit ¢ two semesters

Elective

This course provides the students experienced in playing a band instrument the opportunity to further their skills by learning and
playing in a concert band setting. Music literature written specifically for the concert band will be studied. This includes concert
marches as well as overtures from musicals and symphonic works. The band, in addition to broadening the musical scope of the
participants, features two major programs each year. Players may take part in other musical functions of the year such as providing
music for Christmas, Easter, and Baccalaureate services, drama productions, and special activities. This course is awarded full
academic credit. Prerequisite: instructor approval.

Stage Band #887 Level: Freshman ¢ Senior Credit: one-half unit ¢ two semesters

Elective (meets outside of the school day)

Here the experienced musician has the opportunity to explore the music and musical compositions of the stage, jazz, and dance
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Dorsey, and many others. Various solo and ensemble styles and techniques will be studied and rehearsed through listening to
recording artists and playing their arrangements. The exploration of different instrumental styles from the early dance bands to
contemporary compositions will be examined. Prerequisite: instructor approval.

Music Theory #889 Level: Junior-Senior  Credit: one-half unit ¢ one semester

Elective
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Musicology. The content will provide an introduction to music reading, the study of various band and orchestral instruments, the
exploration of composing techniques, and an appreciation for music literature through listening to symbolic and representative

works from various music eras. Prerequisite: instructor approval.

Art Appreciation #891 Level: all Credit: one-half unit ¢ one semester

Elective

Art Appreciation is a survey course that looks at a variety of media types. This course is offered for anyone who is interested in
learning about art.

Drawing #893 Level: Sophomore - Senior Credit: one-half unit ¢ one semester

Elective

Students will create drawings using traditional materials and techniques. Line, development of 3-dimensional form, proportion,
negative space, lightly and shade, perspective and composition will be explored in this class. Object, still life, interior and figure
drawing will be approached using graphite, conte crayon, and ink. Students will be required to keep a sketch book and do out-of-
class assignments on a weekly basis. Prerequisites: Three observational drawings and instructor approval.

Drawing Il # 881 Level: Junior-Senior Credit: one-half unit ¢ one semester
Elective pre-requisite Drawing #893

Liturgical Choir #910 and #912 Level: Sophomore ¢ Senior Credit: one-quarter unit ¢ two semesters

Elective

This course develops the vocal talent of the student, as well as the ability to work and perform in a group environment. The student
will help enrich the liturgies and prayer services by leading the Walsh Jesuit Community in song. Emphasis will be on timing, diction,
and proper dynamics. This class meets two days a week.

Concert Choir #911 Level: Sophomore-Senior  Credit: one-quarter unit ¢ two semesters

Elective

This course develops the vocal talent of the student, as well as the ability to work and perform in a group environment. The student
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Holiday Buffet, and a spring Choral Concert at the school. Emphasis will be on timing, diction, and proper dynamics. This class meets

three days a week.



HEALTH AND PHYSICAL EDUCATION DEPARTMENT

The Health and Physical Education Department and State of Ohio require one credit for graduation. The one total credit earned by
completing the following:

Freshman year Health .50 credit
Physical Education # 712 .25 credit*

Sophomore, junior or senior year Conditioning and Fitness** .25 credit*

*P.E. is a quarter credit per semester as set by the Ohio State Department of Education.

**Conditioning and Fitness Program Design:

This course will explore the values of becoming and remaining physically fit throughout the course of a lifetime. Students will gain an
appreciation of basic, intermediate, and advanced fitness principles and methodologies. Students will learn how to apply fitness
principles and wellness fundamentals to an active lifestyle, and will gain a basic understanding of the components needed to design
a fitness program tailored to their specific needs. Aspects of anatomy, physiology and kinesiology will also be discussed.



POST SECONDARY OPTIONS

Amended Substitute Senate Bill 140 established a program to award high school credit to students enrolled in college courses. The Post-
Secondary Enrollment Options Program does not cover summer school courses.

Students will receive credit for post-secondary courses from the college or university. Grades willnotbeA y 02 NLI2 N> 6§ SR Ay (i ;

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as well as departmental requirements.

No high school graduation requirements may be waived as a result of participating in the Post-Secondary enrollment Options
Program; participating students are subject to Walsh Jesuit requirements as are all other students.

Eligibility: Freshmen and Sophomores must have a 3.75 GPA and meet all eligibility requirements of the Post Secondary institution.
Sophomores must have earned at least 6.5 Walsh Jesuit credits, Juniors must have earned at least 12.5 Walsh Jesuit credits while Seniors
must have earned at least 18.5 Walsh Jesuit credits.

Option A permits eligible students to enroll in college courses for college credit. Students electing this option will be required to pay all
costs incurred, including tuition, books, materials, and fees.

Option B permits eligible students to enroll in college courses for college and high school graduation credit. Students electing this option
will not be required to pay for tuition, books, materials, or fees associated with such courses.

Eligibility requirements are determined by the individual colleges and vary with grade level. For example, The University of Akron sets the
following requirements:
e  Cumulative GPA 3.3 and composite 24 on ACT or cumulative 3.3 and composite 1110 (math and critical reading) SAT
e If cumulative GPA is above 3.5, then no minimum ACT or SAT scores are needed. The ACT and SAT scores still need to be submitted for
placement purposes.

equivalent high school course after the first ten (10) days of high school opening.

Walsh Jesuit students must carry a total of six (6) courses per semester.

There is no reduction in Walsh Jesuit tuition for students participating in this program.

Meeting Walsh Jesuit requirements may require scheduling evening classes at the college.
